EXECUTIVE DIRECTOR’S REPORT: 
Festival Music/Sponsorships/Festival Update:  SF sponsorships are down for music.  The unofficial mayor race is slow. $3,000 free beer will be donated for the Beer Garden from the breweries.  Janelle needs to make a decision on paying the Health Dept. fee of $225 for 3-Olive Catering.
How Many Businesses are on Vashon:  335 business pay L&I.  14 are public.  815 have a gross income over $5,000.  The gross income for Vashon is 244,564,821.  
New Members:  Membership is at 211.  Madrona Cove LLC is a new member.  Our emails reach 50% of business regardless of membership status.

Logo Design with Melinda: Melinda and Lee presented the top four logo designs from Teri Bassett.  A final decision was not made.  All designs are available to view at the Chamber office.
