ADMINISTRATIVE ITEMS:
Meeting was called to order at 8:35. 

APPROVAL OF MINUTES:   Minutes of  the short board meeting in February were approved.
VISITOR INTRODUCTION AND PRESENTATION:  Janie Starr and Marilee Runyan reviewed the efforts and goals of the Sustainable Vashon group.  Currently 36% of Vashon’s power needs are supplied by Montana coal.  Their group’s challenge is to enroll 110 new participants (business and residential) in the PSE Green Power Program (a solar power project) this year.  They want the Chamber to: endorse the Vashon Green Power Campaign, enroll all Board members in the program, email our membership encouraging everyone to enroll in the Green Power Program, and encourage other businesses to enroll via word-of-mouth.

PRESIDENT’S REPORT:
Logo: Terri Bassett,  Regalis, has been chosen as the top contender for a $3000 contract to design a possible logo, colors and fonts for the new Chamber and Visitors’ Websites; ultimate decision on these elements will be the Chamber’s.  Patte moved and Laura seconded that the Board sign the contract with Regalis.  All were in favor.

2010 Goals:  A new logo is one of our 2010 goals and that is underway.  The Visitors’ Center is functioning but needs more volunteer labor for weekend 4-hour shifts.

TREASURER’S REPORT:  The 2010 budget was passed by the membership.  The budget numbers still need to be put into QuickBooks.  A discussion of the balance sheet and P&L followed.  We are going to apply for a Tourism grant for which we had been previously passed over.

EXECUTIVE DIRECTOR’S REPORT:  The move to the new office is complete.  The next Chamber Mixer will be held at the new office on 3/18.  The first planning meeting for Strawberry Festival is coming up soon.  New idea: a microbrew tasting on the Chamber Green during Festival.  Discussion followed.  Working with Scott Shawver, Lee is updating the bylaws.  There was too much detail to discuss today but a revision is coming.

BOARD COMMITTEE REPORTS:  Andrew discussed the meeting format for the new LEADS program.  The first meeting will be on 3/23 at the Chamber office at noon.  Participants should bring a sack lunch.  A name for the group will evolve from this first meeting.  The aim is to meet every other week.  Leads that are generated within the group will be tracked, and participants will pay $20/quarter for this tracking process.
